Country’s oil import bill has risen
in just 5 months of FY22

New Delhi,
The sharp economic recovery and rising demand

post the second wave of Covid coupled with a spike
in global oil prices may pose a challenge for the Gov-
ernment in FY22 to maintain fiscal discipline amid good
growth in tax revenue. The country’s crude oil import
bill that fell drastically last year in the absence of de-
mand and soft oil prices, has risen by over 138 per
cent in April-August of FY22 to $ 42 billion, up from
close to $ 18 billion the same period of last year. Dur-
ing the period, crude has jumped by about 40 per
cent from $60 a barrel to more than $85 a barrel now.
This price pressure has come when demand for pe-
troleum products is on a rise in the country already
reaching pre-Covid levels and rising.

Exports up 40.5 pc to USD 15.13 bn
during Oct 1-14

New Delhi,
The country’s exports rose by 40.5 per cent to USD

15.13 billion during October 1-14 on account of
healthy performance by key sectors such as petro-
leum products, engineering and chemicals, according
to preliminary data of the commerce ministry. Imports
during the period grew by 60.72 per cent to USD 14.82
billion, the data showed. India’s merchandise exports
grew by 22.63 per cent year-on-year to USD 33.79
billion in September on better performance by key
sectors, even as the trade deficit widened to a record
high of USD 22.59 billion. Export sectors which are
recording positive growth include coffee, cashew, pe-
troleum products, handloom, engineering, chemicals,
man-made yarn/fabrics, gems and jewellery, plastic
and marine products.

IMF sees economic growth with
higher inflation for West Asia

Dubai,
The Middle East is ex-

pected to see significant
economic growth this year,
but also soaring inflation
and food prices, as
coronavirus vaccines are
unevenly rolled out across
the region, the Interna-
tional Monetary Fund said.

The lender’s new report
projects that the region’s
economies will grow by
around 4%, while inflation
will reach 17% this year in
oil-importing countries.  It
said the situation is particu-
larly dire in countries al-
ready facing severe eco-
nomic crises, such as Leba-
non and Afghanistan. The
IMF said globally, inflation is
rising in part due to pan-
demic-related supply short-
ages. Food prices have
soared to their highest

level since 2014, with an
expected increase of nearly
28% in 2021. Across the
Middle East, about 7 million
more people are estimated
to have entered extreme
poverty over the course of
2020, compared to the
fund’s projections before
the coronavirus pandemic.

The IMF warned that
uneven recovery from the
global health crisis could
lead to a permanent wid-
ening of existing wealth, in-
come, and social gaps and,
ultimately less inclusive so-
cieties.

In one example of that
uneven recovery, the Gulf
Arab oil-exporting nations
of Saudi Arabia, the United
Arab Emirates, Kuwait,
Oman, Bahrain and Qatar
will see inflation peak at just
2.8% this year compared to

the Mideast’s oil-importing
nations, where average in-
flation will climb to 17% in
2021 before dipping to just
under 10% in 2022, accord-
ing to the IMF’s forecast. The
lender also found that the
average unemployment
rate in the region increased
from 9.4% before the pan-
demic to 10.7% in 2020.

The IMF said this repre-
sents the second largest re-
gional increase globally af-
ter Central and Latin
America.

China’s economy weakens as
GDP in Q3 declines to 4.9%

Beijing,
China’s GDP grew by

4.9 per cent in the third
quarter, down from 7.9 per
cent in the second, confirm-
ing the slowdown of the
world’s second-largest
economy which was under
pressure from the crisis-hit
property sector, curbs on
energy and tardy recovery
from the Covid-19 pan-
demic.

Early to recover from
the coronavirus pandemic,
China’s economy in the first
few months this year
staged impressive recovery
but caught up in numerous
headwinds, including a
property sector slump,
power crisis, increasingly
weak consumer sentiment
and soaring raw material
costs.

Its Gross Domestic
Product (GDP) in the third
quarter (Q3) grew 4.9 per
cent year on year, slower

than the growth of 18.3 per
cent in Q1 and 7.9 per cent
in Q2. The Q3 belied surveys
of predicting five per cent
growth.

The country’s gross do-
mestic product (GDP) ex-
panded 9.8 per cent year
on year in the first three
quarters, putting the aver-
age growth for the period
in the past two years at 5.2
per cent, according to the
data released from National
Bureau of Statics (NBS).

Releasing the Q3 data,
spokesman of the NBS Fu
Linghui said that consump-
tion contributed around
64.8 per cent to China’s
economic growth in the
first three quarters of the
year.

RBI imposes monetary penalty on
Paytm Payments Bank, Western Union

Mumbai,
The Reserve Bank of In-

dia (RBI) has imposed a
monetary penalty on two
payment system operators
for deficiencies in regula-
tory compliance. The Re-
serve Bank of India (RBI) had,
by an order dated October
01, 2021, imposed a mon-
etary penalty of Rs1 crore
(Rupees one crore only) on
Paytm Payments Bank Lim-
ited (PPBL), for an offence
committed of the nature
referred to in Section 26 (2)
of Payment and Settlement
Systems Act, 2007 (PSS Act).
It further said, a Compound-
ing Order dated October 7,
2021, was also issued to
Western Union Financial
Services Inc. (WUFSI), a
Money Transfer Service -
cross-border inbound ser-
vice (customer to customer
only) operator - imposing a
penalty of Rs27,78,750 for
noncompliance with certain

provisions of the directions
contained in the Master Di-
rection on Money Transfer
Service Scheme (MTSS Di-
rections) dated February 22,
2017. The RBI further stated
that the penalties have been
imposed in the exercise of
powers vested in RBI under
the provisions of Section 30
and Section 31 of the PSS
Act. This action is based on
deficiencies in regulatory
compliance and is not in-
tended to pronounce upon
the validity of any transac-
tion or agreement entered
into by the entities with their
customers, it added. The RBI
further informed that on ex-
amination of PPBL's applica-
tion for issue of final Certifi-
cate of Authorisation (CoA),
it was observed that PPBL
had submitted information
that did not reflect the fac-
tual position. As this was an
offence of the nature re-
ferred to in Section 26 (2) of

the PSS Act, a notice was is-
sued to PPBL. After review-
ing the written responses
and oral submissions made
during the personal hearing,
the RBI-determined that
the aforementioned charge
was substantiated and war-
ranted the imposition of a
monetary penalty.

The RBI further stated
that the Western Union Fi-
nancial Services (WUFSI)
had reported instances of
breach of the ceiling of 30
remittances per beneficiary
during the calendar years
2019 and 2020 and filed an
application for compound-
ing of the violation. The RBI-
determined that the afore-
mentioned noncompli-
ance warranted the impo-
sition of a monetary pen-
alty after analysing the com-
pounding application, and
oral submissions made dur-
ing the personal hearing, it
added.

Indian startups raise $10.9 bn in
funding in July-Sept: Report

Mumbai,
Indian startups received

a record funding of USD
10.9 billion across 347
deals in the third quarter of
2021, according to a PwC
India report.

This is twice the amount
of funding received in Q3
of the calendar year 2020
and an approximate in-
crease of 41 per cent com-
pared to the second quar-
ter of 2021.

An increase in funding
activity was witnessed
across all sectors in terms
of value and volume. How-
ever, FinTech, EdTech and
SaaS are the top three hot
investment sectors in the
calendar year 2021 (CY21),
together accounting for ap-
proximately 47 per cent of

the total funding activity,
the report - Startup Per-
spectives - Q3 CY21 - said.

In the first three quar-
ters of 2021, investments
worth USD 4.6 billion in the
FinTech space were re-
corded, which is an in-
crease of approximately
three times from USD 1.6
billion in 2020. Worth USD
2.5 billion for 53 deals
closed in the FinTech seg-
ment were recorded in the
third quarter of CY21 alone
across various stages of in-
vestment, it said.

Approximately 84 per
cent of the funding activity
was driven by growth and
late-stage deals. Around 61
per cent of the total deal
activity consisted of early-
stage funding rounds for
USD 1.6 billion – (average
ticket size per round USD 4
million), the report said.
Bengaluru and NCR con-
tinue to be the key start-up
cities in the country, to-
gether contributing around
76-78 per cent of the total
funding activity in the first
three quarters of both CY20
and CY21, followed by
Mumbai and Pune, it said.
